Pray that the mission worker will grow in
intimacy with Jesus as they listen to Him
speak through His word.

| REST

Pray for rest and protection from burn out
(research indicates that many mission workers
live with dangerously high levels of stress).

4 the law - to win those under the
law.”

Pray for clear and effective cross-cultural
communication and for insight into how
to contextualise the Gospel in a way that
resonates with those the mission worker is
ministering amongst.

HPROTECTION

Pray for protection from danger and personal
harm.

SPIRITUAL WARFARE

| Scripture: Ephesians 6:10-17

| “Finally, be strengthened by the

1 Lord and his vast strength. Put

1 on the full armour of God so that

. you can stand against the tactics
= of the Devil. For our battle is

not against flesh and blood but against the

rulers, against the authorities, against the

world powers of this darkness, against the

spiritual forces of evil in the heavens. This

is why you must take up the full armour of

God, so that you may be able to resist in the

evil day, and having prepared everything,

take a stand. Stand, therefore, with truth

like a belt buckled around your waist,

righteousness like armour on your chest, and

your feet sandaled with the readiness to take

the gospel of peace. In every situation take

up the shield of faith, and with it you will be

able to extinguish all the flaming arrows of

the evil one. Take the helmet of salvation,

and the sword of the Spirit, which is the

word of God."

Pray for mission workers to put on the full
armour of God. All Christians are involved in a
spiritual struggle. When the Gospel is breaking
into new territory, there can be a heightened
sense of spiritual attack.

Pray for comfort during periods of homesickness and for family in the “home” country.
For many mission workers being separated from loved ones is painful. Pray for comfort.
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FAMILIES AND SINGLES

4 Scripture: Ephesians 5:22-28

4 “Wives, submit to your own

1 husbands as to the Lord, for

1 the husband is the head of the

| wife as Christ is the head of the
! church. He is the Saviour of the

body. Now as the church submits to Christ,
so wives are to submit to their husbands

in everything. Husbands, love your wives,
just as Christ loved the church and gave
Himself for her to make her holy, cleansing
her with the washing of water by the word.
He did this to present the church to Himself
in splendour, without spot or wrinkle or
anything like that, but holy and blameless.
In the same way, husbands are to love their
wives as their own bodies. He who loves his
wife loves himself!

Ephesians 6:1-4

“Children, obey your parents as you would
the Lord, because this is right. Honour
your father and mother, which is the first
commandment with a promise, so that it
may go well with you and that you may
have a long life in the land. Fathers, don’t
stir up anger in your children, but bring
them up in the training and instruction of
the Lord.”

Pray for specific needs for families and
singles: If the mission worker is married,
pray for their marriage and family life. If they
have children, pray for the relationships
between parents and children. Pray for
wisdom in parenting.

If the mission worker is single, you might
want to pray that they feel well supported.
Thank God for the unique opportunities
they have to be ‘concerned about the things
of the Lord!
